DETAILS OF CONSTRUCTION, FACILITIES, SPECIFICATION & CONDITIONS OF GURU MISHRI HOSPITAL 
About Management : Shri. Guru Ganesh St. Jain Shikshan Samiti’s D.K.M.M. Homoeopathic Medical College and Hospital , Aurangabad is established in the year 1989. It runs 10 OPDs and 3 small hospitals. About 450 patients are being treated in these OPDs and Hospitals.  In Garkheda Hospital about 80 to 100 patients are treated.  43 teachers are working in the college and their appointments is approved by the University and C.C.H. Teachers have published 25 books and some of them are approved as reference books. Principal   Dr. S. M. Desarda is soul of D.K.M.M. administration, teaching and other activities of college. He is holding posts on Apex bodies of C.C.H. and University.  Results at undergraduate and postgraduate level are marvelous and every year the student of the D.K.M.M. College gets top merit at Maharashtra level. Since the establishment of college 600 BHMS & 360 M.D. students have passed out. The College Management has provided facility of Hostel U.G. & P.G. student boy’s & girl’s separately, quality food mess, Library having 15,000 books, sports ground, S.T.D. etc. The Govt. of India has identified D.K.M.M. Homoeopathic Medical College as 3rd prominent college in country.        1)     Aurangabad in the State of Maharashtra is a historical city having 20.00 lacks population and fast growing not only in India but also in Asia. It will stand a centre for medical tourism such as Mumbai, Pune, Benglore, Hyderabad etc.
2)     Guru Mishri Hospital is situated in thickly populated area and middle of the city and on 100 ft. road, 3 k.m. away from Cidco Bus Stand, 4 k.m from railway station and air port and ½ k.m. from Nagpur-Mumbai Highway.  It is easy to reach by city buses and it is nearby very famous Gajanan Mandir at Garkheda. 
3)     Guru Mishri Hospital is provided with Pathology Lab, X-ray, Sonography and Physiotherapy Unit. About 100 doctors refer patients for test in Pathology Lab, X-ray, E.C.G., Sonography and Physiotherapy. Guru Mishri Hospital is benefited by the goodwill of present college hospital which is functioning from last 10 years. 
4)     The present college hospital is running in the rented building which is near by newly constructed Guru Mishri Hospital. Normally daily 80 to 100 allopathy patients are treated. These patients will be available for treatment at Guru Mishri Hospital with the goodwill of present college hospital. 
5)     D.K.M.M. Homoeopathic College Hospital’s Mobile Unit is functioning. It has reputation amongst patients residing within radius of 10 k.m. This is beneficial for Guru Mishri Hospital. 
6)     The Management has spent about Rs. 2.80 crores on construction of Hospital building. The present valuation is about 4.00 crores which includes the cost of the land. The Management has also spent Rs. 0.80 crores on purchase of equipments. Details of instruments are given in broucher. 
7)     The D.K.M.M. Homoeopathic College M. D. students and internees will be available clockwise to assist patients and physicians on moderate stipend. 
8)     The College Management expect rent of Rs. 35 per sq. ft. The rent of 10,000 sq.ft. of the building will come to Rs. 3.50 lacks per month. As such the annual rent will be Rs.42.00 lacks.  Above rent is reasonable keeping in view the norms of B & C / P.W.D. Department, Government of Maharashtra. The present rent rate as per P.W.D. / B & C Department is definitely higher than the expected rent rate. The proposed Hospital is newly constructed and has lift and other facilities as required. 
9)     Agreement will have to be executed as per guidelines of Hon’ble Assistant Charity Commissioner. It is to be noted that the tenderer will have to provide the facility for the clinical training to the students of D.K.M.M. Homoeopathic College for allopathic subjects. 
10) The space at the top of the 4th floor of the building is available to construct Seminar Hall and Two residential quarters. Hospital has two-way entries.
11) The College Management has obtained all required permission to run the Hospital from the concerned authorities which includes Local Bodies also.
12) Details of facilities provided and to be provided are given in broucher.
13) The Memorandum of Understanding will be executed in between College Management and Lease Holder taking into account the prevalent legal provisions. The stamp duty charges will be borne by the lease holder.
